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World Winter Games Launches Volunteer Recruitment RV Tour

(3 July 2008) Boise, Idaho ¢ The 2009 Special Olympics World Winter Games will kick-off its volunteer recruitment
efforts July 9-17 with a week-long RV tour of southern Idaho. The World Winter Games RV, wrapped in World
Winter Games imagery, will be traveling around the region making stops in Twin Falls, Hailey, Ketchum, McCall,
Cascade and Boise recruiting volunteers for the World Winter Games.

Upon returning to the World Winter Games headquarters in Boise, the RV tour will continue recruiting efforts with
an event on July 17 at Boondocks in Meridian from 4-9 p.m. Everyone who signs up to be a World Winter Games
volunteer at the event will receive a 3-hour Boondocks pass for only $9.99. Passes include bumper boats,
miniature golf, laser tag and 10 tickets to the arcade.

This year, volunteer registration will be a completely paperless process. Computers with internet connections will
be available at each location, allowing volunteers to begin or complete the online registration process on the spot.
Representatives from the World Winter Games will also be on hand to answer questions about the volunteer
experience, the registration process and general Games information.

The World Winter Games will be the largest multi-day winter sporting event ever held in Idaho. An estimated
6,000 volunteers are needed to support the Games which will bring up to 3,000 athletes from more than 100
countries to the state. Volunteers are needed to support all logistical aspects of the Games, including awards,
athlete entertainment, food and beverage distribution, family services, language services, merchandise sales, radio
communication, sports, transportation and more.
