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PGA Golfers Gore and Zuback Raise $250,000 for  

2009 Special Olympics World Winter Games 

 

 

(September 17, 2007) Boise, Idaho – In what was nicknamed, “The Battle of The Bombers”, PGA 

golfers Jason Zuback of Alberta, Canada and Jason Gore, of Valencia, California, teamed up to 

raise $250,000 today for the 2009 Special Olympics World Winter Games at the Kraft Shoot-Out 

held at Hillcrest Country Club in Boise, Idaho. 

 

As presenting sponsor of the Shoot-Out, the J.A. and Kathryn Albertson Foundation donated a $1 

million purse, designating that 100 percent of the money go directly to four local charitable 

organizations, including the 2009 Special Olympics World Winter Games. Half of the money was 

dedicated to the traditional nine-hole skins game; the other half was split up among the winners 

of five closest-to-the-pin contests (including three on par-4s) and four long-drive contests.   

 

Gary Dyer, Chief Executive Officer for the 2009 Special Olympics World Winter Games, stated, “It 

was the 16th and 18th hole that solidified our winnings, especially, the $100,000 „closest-to-the- 

pin‟ win by Zuback on the 18th.  Thanks to Jason and Jason for being fans of the Special Olympics 

movement, not to mention the generosity of the J.A. and Kathryn Albertson Foundation.  These 

funds will go a long way in helping us reach our goal of hosting the world in 2009.” 

 

Co-chairman of the 2009 Special Olympics World Winter Games, Jim Grossman, took in every 

stroke, along with the huge gallery and Special Olympics athletes.  “Never underestimate the 

power of a Special Olympics athlete to transform an event and touch everyone involved.  It was 

great to see Jason Zuback walking down the 16th fairway arm-in-arm with a Special Olympics 

athlete, and hearing him challenging Zuback to make an eagle, after hitting a 410 yards tee shot.”  

Zuback, the five-time and current World Long Driving champion, went on to eagle the par-5 16th 

hole. 

 

The winning charity was the Community Detox Centre, a project with the United Way of Treasure 

Valley, which pocketed $330,000 thanks to the outstanding play of teammates and PGA tour 

golfers Bubba Watson of Pace, Florida and Kevin Stadler of Scottsdale, Arizona. The YMCA finished 

with $250,000 and the Boys & Girls Club of Ada County – Meridian Club received $170,000. 

 

The 2009 Special Olympics World Winter Games will be held in Idaho from February 6-13, 2009 

and will involve up to 3,000 athletes and 6,000 volunteers from as many as 85 countries.  
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
