Location:  Ponderosa State Park / McCall, Idaho, USA 

Venue Description: Ponderosa State Park is located 3.2 kilometers (2 miles) northeast of McCall, 

Idaho and 177 kilometers (110 miles) from Boise, Idaho. The park covers most of 

a 404 hectare (1,000-acre) peninsula that extends into the beautiful Payette 

Lake. The scenic overlook at Osprey Point offers a spectacular view of the lake. 

Winter activities at Ponderosa State Park include snowshoeing and Nordic
